The Heritage Center's exhibitiohhe Pennsyl-
vania Germans and The Victorian Taste March 15 -
September 15, 2006, offers a look at the assirratif
traditional PA German folk culture with the popular
American taste of the mid-to-late 19th century.

Four popular trends (romanticism, azerfor the
exotic, neo-classical influences and an interestaiture)
in Victorian decorative arts emerged when explotimg
Heritage Center's collection for objects for thenibi.

A bent nail inserted in a waoth@ndle
was used as the hook.
